hi there,

Let me start off first of all by saying that what you guyz are doing by helping families is HUGE and greatly appreciated. i heard something real quick on the Mikey Morning Show so i'm hoping i got the right email address.

My dilemma this season is quite a few thingz actually. normally like the rest of the country right around thanksgiving my budget getz tight so when christmas rollz around  it is no surprise to my 2 children (agez 10 & 12) that christmas will be small, but we alwayz make the best of it. We tend to make each other little gifts or buy $5 gifts for each other, they are VEEEEERY appreciative boyz! i pray it stayz that way for the rest of their lives, i'm truly blessed to have them! 

I am the mother who on average has 3 and 4 steady jobz at a time just to make ends meet, i'm a single mother of 2 growing boyz. Being a single mother has been my story, their father shows his face a couple timez a year and thats it. The boyz dont ever get birthday gifts and Christmas presents aren't ever really on his agenda either. Hez out of work and cant even give them his time, frustrating but i don't talk about it to them, their opinions of him should be their own. AAAAAAAANYWAYZ...so child support isn't something that comez often...actually i'm not sure when i received the last payment and for the 2 boyz he only pays $400 month. Now living in San Diego that barely covers groceries for the month. 

Well for the past 2 yearz i have been working 3 jobz until the beginning of summer when i was hurt on the job when a patient of mine fell on me and sprained my back in 3 places. i was out of work for about 3 monthz and have just started work again. i survived on just under $1000 a month, no welfare, no child support...so needless to say bills piled up. My sons bills have piled up as well over $10,000 in hospital bills! My son was diagnosed with a blood disease last year so through everything with my back injury i was also trying to get him to and from appointments with the specialists. The disease is called ITP, basically if his platelets are low and he has a bloody nose lasting 10 minutes he can and will bleed to death. Extremely scary since he's had frequent severe bloody noses his entire life! We found out after him being diagnosed that he was also borderline diabetic as well as having an enlarged spleen and liver. He goes in for a liver biopsy in january and that should tell us more. He's been tested for many forms of cancer as well as leukemia but when his bones began to ache they told us he needs to see a bone and cancer specialist. 

The hardest part for me is that since we just had to move he doesn't have a mattress to sleep on so he sleeps on his floor or in my bed. If this letter is being read out loud somewhere or put up on some site please please omit this next part...(the reason it's difficult for him to sleep in my bed is because of the fact that he has the enlarged liver he now wets the bed sometimes at night. he's 12, this is a HUGE embarrassment to him. His father doesn't even know! I feel so bad for everything he's going through, you can see the stress on his face when he isn't being his smiley self). I began purchasing the mattress from Sleep Train for his bunk bed but cant come up with the rest of the $$, it was going to be his christmas present. I can't even come up with this months rent. This christmas season hands down has been the biggest "stressful" season we've had to date. Too much illness surrounding us, and too many changes. The only constant in our lives this past year has been no $$, lack of sleep, and stress-lots of stress! If we don't get help from somewhere their christmas will have to wait until january because i cant afford to buy a $5 gift for either of them right now.
